Matters Arising from Action Log

He had received a response back saying that it would cost in the region of £250 to £300 but unfortunately, he would not be able to make the bench until the beginning of next year due to work commitments.

Dog Bins – The 3 new dog bins had been erected, one near the War Memorial, one at the end of Firby track (Firby end) and one at the bottom of the Rakes. 
Clerk’s Update. 

AF mentioned various pot holes had been repaired and it was thought that the ones in Firby were to be repaired imminently. MT to keep AF informed of the pothole situation in Firby.
 
Budget and Finance

JS distributed his Treasurer’s Report to the Council.
“Westow Parish Council account (Nat West) will now be used for the normal business of the Parish Council including the utilities (water and electric) from July. There is £3057.13 in the account with £134 pending for the YLCA 2021 subscription and £522.90 for dog waste bins. JS queried the invoice of the 1st June 2021 from RDC at £586.90 and the itemized costing which showed bins charged at £107 plus VAT instead of £90 plus VAT which we had been quoted. We received a credit note cancelling the bill but to date have not had a revised bill. £150 was received from Northern Electric regarding the power cut in June. 
Westow Parish Club Committee account (Santander) will no longer be use for normal Parish business. The current balance is £3931.99 having had £3739.66 transferred into the account on the 23rd April 2021. Thanks, had been given to Clive Staples for all his efforts in regard to this. 
HC thanks JS for all his hard work with regard to the finances for the Council. 
Planning Applications
Two Planning Applications since the last meeting: -
· Steve Tetlow, The Hollies, replacement of sash windows. The Council had no objection to this.

· Herbert Cottage replacement of 2 sliding windows. The Council had no objection to this.
