The Council had not put in any objection. 
Footpath from Village to Cricket Club

David Hagyard attended the meeting and said that he wondered if there was any way we could have a footpath from the village to the Cricket Club as it is quite dangerous walking up towards the Cricket Club from the village at the side of the road. After discussion Ron Welford, who also attended the meeting said that he would find out the amount of footfall per month that walked from the village to the Cricket Club. It was also suggested  that if we put in an application for a footpath that we could put one in jointly with the Cricket Club.  Ron Welford to put this to the Cricket Club/Pavillion AGM and come back to the Council. AF to put on Action Log.
David also mentioned if it would be possible to have some signage near Badger Bank and the entrance to Howsham Woods, to say caution pedestrians walking.
